2. Indopmaniiinuii 006csir HABYAIBHOL JUCHHUIIIHH

Theme 1. The uniqueness of the human experience and the everyday emotions that
it entails. Language focus: tense review, simple and/or continuous, perfect and non-perfect,
active and passive, reflexive pronouns. Vocabulary: synonyms, The stages of life. Spoken
English: expressions with reflexives. Reading: What makes us human? Listening: The reunion,
The Seven Ages of a Man, What age are they? Speaking: talking about what makes us human,
human versus animal intelligence, talking about the seven ages. The last word: we all get
emotional. Writing: writing a personal profile (introducing yourself).

Theme 2. Literature: literary genres, literary characters, and the art of storytelling.
Language focus: adverbs and adjectives, adverb collocations, adverbs with two forms, adjective
order. Vocabulary: phrasal verbs, Just say that word! Spoken English: expressions with word.
Reading: A famous play. Listening: George Bernard Show, A famous play: Pygmalion.




Speaking: speculating about how Pygmalion ends, creating a horror story. The last word:
breaking the rules of English. Writing: narrative writing (different genres).

Theme 3. Global issues: the economy and the question of how much consumption is
morally and practically sustainable. Language focus: verb patterns, infinitive or —ing, verbs
that can take both infinitive and —ing. Vocabulary: describing trends, phrasal verbs with up and
down. Spoken English: up and down. Reading: The secret billionaire. A profile of Chuck Feeney,
a philanthropist who has given away billions of dollars anonymously. Listening: a radio
programme about economic growth, short presentation describing different trends, a business
presentation containing workplace jargon. Speaking: discussion: global problems quiz,
discussing economic growth, talking about personal finance. The last word: workplace jargon.
Writing: writing a report based on graphical data.

Theme 4. Appearance can be deceptive. Language focus: modal auxiliary verbs, modal
verbs for speculation — present, modal verbs for speculation — past, modal verbs: other meanings
(ability, permission, obligation, habit, refusal, advice). Vocabulary: check the meaning, idiomatic
collocations, synonyms. Spoken English: modal auxiliaries. Reading: The mystic and the sceptic.
Sir Arthur Conan Doyle, Harry Houdini. Listening: In the Jeweller’s, Professor Elizabeth Loftus’
work on eyewitness statements, An unlikely friendship, The Unbelievable Truth. Speaking:
asking and answering witness statement questions, giving a short lecture based on the radio
show, the relationship between Conan Doyle and Houdini, explaining idiomatic collocations.
The last word: softening the message. Writing: writing a formal email (an apology).

Theme 5. Cultural differences, and the way that cultures can meet and exchange
ideas. Language focus: ways to avoid repetition, missing words out, reduced infinitives,
synonyms. Vocabulary: vocabulary from context, nationalities and stereotypes. Spoken English:
finding things in common. Reading: Worlds of difference. The ultimate culture clash. Listening:
Found in translation, Living in another country. Speaking: summarizing article, talking about an
article, sharing opinions on a true story, nationality stereotypes, quiz (How good a language
learner are you?). The last word: British and American English. Writing: describing similarities
and differences (comparing two countries).

Theme 6. War and peace — ranging from global conflicts to family disagreements.
Language focus: ways of adding emphasis, structures which add emphasis, negative inversion,
emphatic do, does, did. Vocabulary: nouns formed from phrasal verbs. Spoken English:
pronunciation: using stress to emphasize. Reading: When good comes for bad. Lasting legacies.
Listening: Quotations about war. Peace and goodwill. Speaking: giving an overview of key
information in a text, summarizing a listening text, talking about the impact of World War |,
discussing reaction to a listening text. The last word: keeping the peace. Writing: writing for
talking (researching a period in history).

Theme 7. Happiness and how we reflect on hopes, regrets, ambitions, and past
experiences. Language focus: real and unreal tense usage, mixed conditionals, would.
Vocabulary: phrasal verbs with on and off. Spoken English: if. Reading: How to be happier.
Seven ways to make yourself happier. Listening: The history of the smile. Speaking:
summarizing article, summarizing sections of a listening text, talking about things that make
people happy. The last word: look on the bright side. Writing: informal writing (a letter to my
younger self).

Theme 8. Gender and how it is reflected in typical behaviour, career choices, and
approaches to parenting. Language focus: relatives and participles, defining and non-defining
clauses, participles. Vocabulary: homonyms, homophones, homographs. Spoken English: just.
Reading: Jobs for the boys ... or girls? Desperate husbands. Listening: Are you a typical male or
female? Gender-neutral parenting. Dr Eugene Beresin. Speaking: exchanging information about
two articles, sharing opinions about gender roles, talking about gender neutral parenting. The last
word: talking in clichés. Writing: adding style and cohesion (a folk tale).

Theme 9. The power of music in terms of how it can help create a narrative, impact
on emotional and psychological development, and give people a sense of purpose. Language



focus: discourse markers, attitude adverbs, connectors. Vocabulary: verb phrases, guess the
meaning, song, rhyme, and rhythm. Spoken English: rhyming expressions. Reading: Héléne
Grimaud. Listening: You are the music. Song. Speaking: summarizing the key topics in a
listening text, talking about the music that would be the soundtrack to your life, sharing reactions
to a song, discussing reactions to a reading. The last word: the music of English and intonation.
Writing: giving an informal opinion (a post on a comment thread).

Theme 10. Relationship between the body and mind, and how one can influence the
other. Language focus: distancing the facts, passive constructions, seem and appear.
Vocabulary: nouns to do with the body, verbs to do with the body, compound nouns — health.
Spoken English: quite. Reading: The power of placebo. Listening: How well do you know your
body? Down to earth with a bump. Speaking: talking about the relationship between the mind
and physical health, preparing and presenting a news bulletin, a radio interview based on a
listening text. The last word: He does, does he? — tags and replies. Writing: debating an issue (an
opinion peace).

Theme 11. How our world is changing in the face of technological development.
Language focus: the future, future forms, future in the past. Vocabulary: synonyms and
antonyms. Spoken English: stuff. Reading: Too much science? Listening: Me and my tech, The
Internet of Things, Margie’s diary 2157. Speaking: a questionnaire about our relationship with
technology, talking about the function inflation of household appliances. The last word: Ten
really bad predictions. Writing: describing and evaluating (an online product review).

Theme 12. Significant events — historical events which have shaped the way we live,
and more personal life-changing events that have made participants reconsider their lives.
Language focus: linking devices. Vocabulary: metaphorical language, check the meaning.
Spoken English: emphatic expressions with do/does/did. Reading: Life-changing experiences.
Listening: The fall of the twin towers. When man first saw the Earth. Speaking: talking about
space explorations, talking about life-changing events and their effects, exchanging information
about reading text. The last word: word linking — the potato clock, intrusive sounds. Writing:
connecting ideas (writing a biography).
