The origin of the novel: Aphra Behn, Daniel Defoe, Jonathan Swift, Samuel
Richardson, Henry Fielding, Tobias Smollett. The periodicals and literary criticism. Robert Burns and his poetry.
Sentimentalism in poetry and fiction. Oliver Goldsmith and Laurence Sterne.

Tema 4. The Romantics. General characteristics, historical background, trends. Gothic fiction. Horace
Walpole and his “The Castle of Otranto”. James Macpherson and the Ossian cycle of epic poems. Thomas Chatterton.
William Blake. The Lake Poets. The Later Romantics: Percy Bysshe Shelley, John Keats. Lord Byron and his literary
activity. Sir Walter Scott and his historical novel. Jane Austen and her novels of manners. Mary Shelley and her
“Frankenstein: or, The Modern Prometheus”.
