3mMicT Kypey:

Theme 1. Life. Speaking: ask and answer questions about holidays and weekends, ask and answer
personal questions, making conversation, talk about important people in your life. Vocabulary: free time,
relationships, conversation topics. Grammar: question forms, past simple, making conversation. Reading:
understand the article about the secrets of happiness. Listening: listen to stories about offers of marriage,
understand routine exchanges. Writing: write about an important year in your life, improve your use of
linking words, write about your best friend.

Theme 2. Work. Speaking: talk about what motivates you at work, talk about dangerous jobs, talk
about your perfect job, describe your work/life balance. VVocabulary: work, jobs, types of work. Grammar:
present simple and continuous, adverbs of frequency, expressing likes/dislikes. Reading: read a newspaper
article about dangerous jobs, read the results of a survey about work/life balance. Listening: listen to
interviews about jobs, listen to a man talking about his job. Writing: write an email about work experience,
write a web comment about work/life balance.

Theme 3. Time out. Speaking: talk about your future plans, discuss how you spend your free time,
make and receive phones calls, plan a perfect day out. Vocabulary: time out, places to visit, collocations.
Grammar: present continuous/ be going to for future, questions with auxiliaries, making a phone call.
Reading: read about how people spend their free time around the world. Listening: listen to radio program
about going out in New York, understand some problem phone calls. Writing: write an email invitation, write
an invitation for a day out.

Theme 4. Great minds. Speaking: talk about hidden talents, talk about rules in schools, give advice
and make suggestions for language learners, talk about inventions. Vocabulary: make and do, education,
language learning. Grammar: present perfect + ever/never, can, have to, must, giving advice. Listening: listen
to someone describing how he used his hidden talent. Reading: read an article about different schools, read
replies to a website message. Writing: check your work and correct mistakes, write a forum abut inventions.

Theme 5. Travel. Speaking: tell an anecdote, discuss travel, ask for and give directions, present ideas
for an award. Vocabulary: transport, travel items, tourism. Reading: read about amazing journeys in films,
read a text about a man who works in three countries every day. Grammar: past simple and past continuous,
verb patterns, asking for/giving directions. Listening: understand travel advice. Writing: write an email
describing a trip or weekend away, write an application for an award.

Theme 6. Fitness. Speaking: talk about your lifestyle, discuss food preferences, explain health
problems, talk about healthy habits. VVocabulary: health, food, illness. Reading: identify specific information
in an article about types of exercise. Grammar: past perfect + for/since, may, might, will, seeing the doctor.
Listening: listen to radio interview with a food expert, listen to conversations between a doctor and her
patients. Writing: write about food, wite a blog post about health advice.



Theme 7. Changes. Speaking: talk about how your life has changed, talk about why people tell lies,
learn to check and confirm information, talk about new experience. Vocabulary: verbs +prepositions,
collocations, facilities. Reading: read about living the dream, read and predict information in a story, read
about studying abroad. Grammar: used to, purpose, cause and result, finding out information. Listening: listen
to radio program about a woman who changed her life, understand short, predictable conversations. Writing:
use paragraphs to write about a decision that changed your life, write a blog/diary.

Theme 8. Money. Speaking: talk about a project that people should invest in, talk about why you
should earn more, describe items; go shopping, present a money-making ideas. Vocabulary: money, multi-
word verbs, shopping. Reading: read the story of a treasure hunt, read a questionnaire about shopping.
Grammar: relative clauses, too much/many, enough, very, buying things. Listening: listen to discussion about
salaries, listen to conversations in shops. Writing: write an option piece, write a competition entry for a
business investment.

Theme 9. Nature. Speaking: talk about green issues, give your views on life in the city or the
country, talk about different animals, talk about amazing places. Vocabulary: nature, the outdoors, silent
letters. Reading: read about great green ideas, understand an article about an experience in the wild.
Grammar: comparatives/superlatives, articles, making guesses. Listening: listen to radio program about green
ideas, listen to people discussing quiz questions. Writing: write about your views on the environment, write a
travel blog.

Theme 10. Society. Speaking: discuss qualities of different places, discuss alternative punishments to
fit the crimes, talk about problems in a school, talk about an important issue. Vocabulary: describing a city,
crime and punishment, problems. Reading: read about the best cities for young people, understand an article
about crime and punishment. Grammar: uses of like, present/past passive, complaining. Listening: listen to
conversation about different cities, listen to people complaining. Writing: use formal expressions to write an
email, write about an issue.

Theme 11. Technology. Speaking: talk about things you’ve done/would like to do, talk about future
consequences, give your opinion, talk about technology you couldn’t live without. Vocabulary:
communication, feelings, internet terms. Reading: read an article about social media, read about wasting time.
Grammar: present perfect, real conditionals + when, giving opinions. Listening: listen to people talking about
how they keep in touch, listen to a discussion about the internet. Writing: improve your use of pronouns,
write a web comments about technology.

Theme 12. Fame. Speaking: talk about your favorite film, talk about being famous, make requests
and offers, talk about your ambitions. VVocabulary: film, suffixes, collocations. Reading: read a magazine
article about writing a blockbuster, read a magazine article about internet fame, read a text about concierges.
Grammar: reported speech, hypothetical conditionals present/future, requests and offers. Listening: listen to
people talking about fame, listen to people making requests. Writing: write about a famous person, write
about your childhood ambitions.
