3cicT Kypcey:

Theme 1. Psychological Factors in Language Learning

Affective factors in language learning: self-esteem, inhibition, anxiety, attitude and
risk-taking. Motivation: theories of motivation (Gardner’s socio-educational model, Dornyei’s
motivational framework), types of motivation (intrinsic, extrinsic, instrumental and integrative).
Learners’ types. Learners’ styles (auditory, visual, and kinaesthetic learners) and multiple
intelligences. Cognitive factors in language learning: transfer, interference, overgeneralisation;
inductive and deductive reasoning; memory and memorisation. Cognitive styles: holists and
serialists. Learning strategies: surface approach (reproductive learning); deep approach
(comprehension learning); communication strategies. Age and language learning: Zone of Proximal
Development, the critical period hypothesis, implicit versus explicit learning.

Theme 2. Second Language Acquisition



Definition of the Second Language Acquisition. Terms of the Second Language Acquisition:
L1, L2, target language, acquisition. Linguistic and sociocultural factors affecting SLA. The theory
of Universal Grammar (by Noam Chomsky), Stephen Krashen’s five hypotheses (The
Acquisition—Learning hypothesis, the Natural Order hypothesis, the Monitor hypothesis, the Input
hypothesis, and the Affective Filter hypothesis). SLA mechanisms: input, intake, output. Ways to
encourage the learners in SLA: exposure, noticing, authentic materials, extensive reading and
listening, project work, and task-based learning.

Theme 3. Developing Learner Autonomy

Definitions and theories of learner autonomy (the differences between learner autonomy,
individualization, self-instruction, self-directed learning, learner-centredness). Principles of
autonomy. Reasons for the development of learner autonomy. Lifelong learning. Psychological
factors in learner autonomy: self-regulation, individual differences (age, aptitude, cognitive style,
academic performance, individualism), motivation. Elements of learner autonomy: responsibility;
self-awareness; decision making (determining the objectives, defining content, selecting methods
and techniques, assessing progress). Levels of autonomy. Autonomy in the classroom (pair work,
group work, project work). Group-oriented approaches to developing autonomy. Autonomy beyond
the classroom (self-access, CALL, distance learning, tandem learning, studying abroad, out-of-class
learning, self-instruction). European Language Portfolio as one of the tools for developing learner
autonomy.

Theme 4. Critical Thinking in Language Learning

Definition and importance of critical thinking in language learning. Critical thinking as a
cognitive skill: analyzing, evaluating, synthesizing, and reflecting. Characteristics of a critical
thinker. Critical thinking and cognitive processes in language learning. Bloom’s Taxonomy.
Strategies for promoting critical thinking: inquiry-based learning, Socratic questioning, and debates.
Practical tasks for developing critical thinking: text analysis, argument writing, error correction
tasks, problem-solving dialogues, and decision-making activities.

Theme 5. Social-Emotional Learning in Language Learning

Definition and core competencies of SEL: self-awareness, self-management, social
awareness, relationship skills, and responsible decision-making. The role of SEL in creating a
supportive classroom environment. Benefits of SEL: reducing anxiety, fostering motivation, and
improving peer collaboration. Strategies for integrating SEL into language classrooms: reflective
journals, group activities, conflict resolution tasks, mindfulness practices. Examples of SEL
activities in the language classroom: role-plays, empathy-based discussions, gratitude writing
exercises, and peer feedback sessions. The connection between SEL and emotional intelligence in
SLA.
