Basic General Military Training (BGMT) is a component of citizens’
preparation for military service and represents the initial stage of fulfilling the military
duty as defined in Article 1 of the Law of Ukraine “On Military Duty and Military
Service.” Basic training is undertaken by male citizens of Ukraine who are enrolled in
full-time or dual forms of education. The theoretical component of BGMT is
undertaken by higher education students who have completed general secondary
education during their second year of study. Students who enter higher education
programs based on the educational qualification level of Junior Specialist, the
educational-professional degree of Professional Junior Bachelor, or the educational
degree of Junior Bachelor (based on the National Qualifications Framework level 5)
complete BGMT during the first year of study (for those admitted with a reduced
duration of study) or during the second year (for those admitted without a reduction
in study duration). The “Theoretical Training in BGMT” is included in students’
individual study plans with a total of 3 ECTS credits. Successful completion of BGMT
(both theoretical and practical components) exempts higher education students from
undergoing basic military service, in accordance with Part Six of Article 11 of the Law
of Ukraine “On Military Duty and Military Service.”

Program graduates can take up entry-level positions in institutions and facilities
within the social welfare system, participate in the work of multidisciplinary teams of
professionals from various government and non-governmental organizations
providing social services to different population groups.

According to the National Classifier of Professions DK 003:2010; the
Handbook of Qualification Characteristics of Workers No45, 2016; and the Handbook
of Qualification Characteristics of Workers, Release 80 Social Services (29.03.2017
Ne 518), a graduate of the educational-professional program can hold positions such
as: social worker / social care worker (support staff), social pathologist, assistant
educator for working with children with disabilities, professional rehabilitation
methodologist, social work specialist, home care social worker, labor market analyst,
conflict resolution (domestic sphere), interviewer; professional rehabilitation
methodologist; labor adaptation instructor, healthy lifestyle consultant, organizer of
extracurricular and out-of-school educational and recreational activities for children
and youth.

Graduates have the opportunity to continue their studies in scientific and/or
professional education programs at the second cycle of higher education (Master's
level), in this field of knowledge or another on the basis of cross-entry. It is also
possible to improve their qualifications and obtain additional postgraduate education.
