BGMT is an element of preparing citizens for military service, as the first component of citizens’
military duty, as defined by Article 1 of the Law of Ukraine “On Military Duty and Military Service.”
Basic training is undergone by male citizens of Ukraine studying in full-time or dual forms of
education. The theoretical component of BGMT is taken by higher education students with a
complete general secondary education in their second year of study. Higher education students with
an educational-qualification level of junior specialist, an educational-professional degree of
professional junior bachelor, or an educational degree of junior bachelor (based on NQF5) undergo
BGMT in their first year of study if admitted with a shortened program duration, or in their second
year if admitted without a shortened program duration. The “Theoretical Component of BGMT” is
included in students’ individual plans for 3 ECTS credits. Successful completion of BGMT (both
theoretical and practical components) exempts higher education students from undergoing basic
military service in accordance with Part 6 of Article 11 of the Law of Ukraine “On Military Duty
and Military Service.”

The professional qualification '"Teacher. Bachelor of History and Civic Education™ is awarded to graduates
of the educational-professional program "Secondary Education (History and Civic Education)” upon
successful fulfillment of the program requirements and completion of the final attestation. The final
attestation consists of two stages:

1) Qualification Exam




The exam comprises theoretical and practical components designed to assess the subject-specific,
methodological, and practical competencies of a first-cycle higher education graduate.

Theoretical Component: Involves a theoretical analysis of questions covering issues related to the history
of Ukraine and civic education, historiography, and source studies.

Practical Component: Focuses on evaluating knowledge of teaching methodologies for history or civic
education. The graduate must develop a lesson plan for a history or civic education lesson and present a
lesson fragment (10-15 minutes) to the attestation commission. The task assesses the ability to apply
modern teaching methodologies (including project-based learning and digital resources), create an
inclusive educational environment, and develop tools for assessing learning outcomes.

2) Defense of the Qualification Work

The graduate presents a bachelor’s qualification work that demonstrates the ability to conduct scientific
research on historical and civic education issues.

Evaluation is conducted by the attestation commission based on the following criteria: depth of research,
validity of conclusions, practical relevance, and adherence to academic integrity.

The defense is conducted in the form of an open presentation followed by a discussion.

Successful completion of both stages of the attestation confirms the graduate’s compliance with the
requirements for the professional qualification "Teacher. Bachelor of History and Civic Education™ and
allows the gualification to be awarded.
