The professional qualification "Teacher-Master of History and Civic Education” is awarded to




graduates of the educational-professional program "History and Civic Education” of the second
(master's) level of higher education in the specialty A4.03 "History and Civic Education™ upon
successful fulfillment of the program requirements and completion of the final attestation. The
final attestation consists of two stages:

1) Qualification Exam.

The exam comprises theoretical and practical components that assess the advanced subject-
specific, methodological, and pedagogical competencies of the candidate at the second level of
higher education.

The theoretical component involves analyzing complex issues covering current problems of
modern Ukrainian history, contemporary historiography, and key issues in the development of
civic education in Ukraine. The candidate demonstrates the ability to critically analyze historical
and civic education issues.

The practical component evaluates skills in modeling the educational process in schools and the
methodology of teaching history in higher education institutions. The graduate develops a detailed
lesson or lecture plan on history or civic education and presents a fragment of the session (15-20
minutes) before the attestation committee.

2) Defense of the Master's Thesis.

The graduate presents a master's thesis that demonstrates the ability to conduct independent
scholarly research on a historical topic. The thesis must reflect an in-depth analysis of
contemporary historical processes, grounded in a sufficient number of sources and historical
literature.

The evaluation is conducted by the attestation committee based on the following criteria: depth of
research, methodological rigor, innovativeness of findings, practical orientation, and adherence to
academic integrity. The defense takes the form of a public presentation followed by a discussion.
Successful completion of both stages of the attestation confirms the candidate's compliance with
the requirements of the professional qualification "Teacher-Master of History and Civic
Education" and allows for its conferment.
