BGMT is an element of preparing citizens for military service, as the first component of citizens’
military duty, as defined by Article 1 of the Law of Ukraine “On Military Duty and Military
Service.” Basic training is undergone by male citizens of Ukraine studying in full-time or dual forms
of education. The theoretical component of BGMT is taken by higher education students with a
complete general secondary education in their second year of study. Higher education students with
an educational-qualification level of junior specialist, an educational-professional degree of
professional junior bachelor, or an educational degree of junior bachelor (based on NQF5) undergo
BGMT in their first year of study if admitted with a shortened program duration, or in their second
year if admitted without a shortened program duration. The “Theoretical Component of BGMT” is
included in students’ individual plans for 3 ECTS credits. Successful completion of BGMT (both
theoretical and practical components) exempts higher education students from undergoing basic
military service in accordance with Part 6 of Article 11 of the Law of Ukraine “On Military Duty
and Military Service.”
